This month we will continue our series on FlyingmWGPShby looking at the VFR use of GPS.

As discussed last monthGPS navigation makes possible a direct routirgntopoint within the range of an aircraft. It
does not; however, relieve the pilot of respongibib maintain adequate terrain separation as agtb be
knowledgeable about the types of airspace throutjbhathe proposed direct routing will passpecially TFRs

VER Flights may be undertaken using a fully IFR certified paneunted receiver, a VFR-only panel mounted remeiv
(which may exist in an IFR certified aircraft), @hand-held receiver. VFR-only and hand-held GR8ivers are not
authorized for IFR navigation, instrument approactog as a primary instrument flight reference neif¢hey are

mounted in an IFR capable aircraftheir use during IFR operations is restricteditting “situational awareness” and all
navigation during such IFR operations must be dpneonventional (non-GPS) means!

The Limitations of the various types of GPS receivers should earlyt understood by the pilot to avoid navigational
errors. It is never wise to depend on any sirffglee source” for information in an aircraft, indimg navigation
information. VFR GPS navigation should be para ofavigation solution that includes VOR, pilotagel @ven dead
(deduced) reckoning.

The Critical Concernsin the VFR use of GPS navigation are as follows:
RAIM Capability (ReceiverAutonomoud ntegrity M onitoring)
Antenna Location
Database Currency

RAIM Capability is not provided in hand-held GPS receivers, anamy panel mounted VFR- only GPS receivers.
Thus no warning would be provided to the pilotttoe loss of the required number of satellites i§5)iew or the
development of a position error. Because no alettld be provided to the pilot in these criticadtiinces where the
navigation solution has deteriorated, an undetetdé®thation error could occur. When using thesesypt GPS
receivers, a systematic cross-check with othergadiain types is required to identify this failuredgprevent a serious
navigation error from occurring!

Antenna Location is the next consideration. While antenna locaitsorarefully planned in IFR installations to insu
clear view of available satellites, this is rartiig case with panel mounted VFR-only installatiowéth these antennas,
location is usually more a matter of convenieneatperformance. Because of this, some portioheatrcraft structure
may block the antenna’s view of available sated|ii@hich will cause a greater opportunity for thesl of navigation
signal.

Antenna Blockageby aircraft structure is particularly a problenn Fand-held receivers. Typically hand-held recesive
use a suction cup to fasten the GPS antenna andide of the aircraft’'s windows. Hand-held reess/provide great
utility and are especially favored by rental piloihey also find frequent use in older, light eaft because of the ease
with which they may be installed. Because antdaoation is limited to only the cockpit (or cabmndows, it is rarely
optimized for providing a clear view of the avaibatellites. Thus certain combinations of aftesatellite geometry
can cause a loss of navigation sigriaécause no RAIM capability exists in these receiver no warning will be
provided to the pilot when erroneous position infomation causes a navigation error!
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Database Currencyis the third consideration. Most GPS receiversarsap-dateable database to store navigation fixes,
airports and instrument procedures. IFR GPS n#uvigaequires that GPS receiver database be kepgrdwith the
latest effective database revisio$o such requirement exists for VER GPS navigation!

The Databasedrives the moving map display which typically déss various types of airspace. When the dataisase
not kept current, the moving map display may beviping erroneous information about the locatiorcifical Special
Use Airspace areas, such as Class B airspace tidRabsAreas.Having bad information is worse than having none!
Many pilots have gotten into trouble for wanderumgntentionally into class B airspace while flyitagp close to the edge
with an outdated database.

Some GPS Navigation terms are as follows:

RNP ~Required Navigation Performance is the navigatimueacy required for that phase of flight expredsed
distance from “on course.”

ANP ~ Actual Navigation Position is the navigation acoyraeing currently provided by the GPS receiver
expressed in distance from “on course.”

DTK ~ Desired Track is the magnetic course to the aetiaygpoint.

TRK ~ Track is the magnetic course currently being flown.

BRG ~ Bearing is the compass direction from the airqoadisent position to the active waypoint.
XTK ~ Cross Track is the distance the aircraft is loéf Desired Track to the right or left.

DIS ~ Distance is the nautical miles from the aircrafigant position (PP) to the active waypoint.

Always Check for RAIM Capability before using any GPS receiver for aviation navbgat When you are using a
receiver which does not have RAIM capability, bemaious of the GPS position if it disagrees witl position derived
from other navigation sources.

Always Check for Database Currencybefore using any GPS receiver for aviation navagat If the database is expired
and cannot be updated, disregard the moving mapaglisf airspace for critical navigation decisiori®e navigation
waypoints which you are planning to use shoulddréfied with current navigation charts to assusmsrthccuracy.

When using Hand-Held Receiversbe prepared for intermittent navigation signaklogés these sets typically do not
possess RAIM capability, no warning will be prouldeBe sure to comply with 14 CFR Part 43 when ntiogra hand-
held receiver in the aircraft. While hand-heldeigers themselves require no approval, any modiingo support the
hand-held receiver (such as the installation aéxernal antenna or the installation of a permaneninting bracket)
does require approval.

Enter the Desired Navigation Pointsbefore starting to taxi, not while moving! Veripur planned route against a
current sectional chart to insure that proper terckearance is maintained and that you are awlaaeySpecial Use
Airspace (SUA) which impacts your route of flight.

Become Very Familiar with your Receiver's Operationin order to minimize your “head-down” time whilareute.
As most receivers are not intuitive, you must tidestime to learn the various displays, knob fuoni and keystrokes
used to operate the receiver. Be sure to keeprp $tokout for other aircraft and to minimize tivae that you keep
your eyes inside the cockpit while in-flight! Ude computer based tutorials provided by someaftanufacturers to
learn about your receivers operation.

Remember, No Standard of Accuracy or Integrity is Povided unless an IFR certified receiver is installed in
accordance with IFR requirements. It is still giet’s responsibility to navigate the aircraft,da@PS is just one of the
tools available for that job.

Lastly, Be aware of VFR Waypointswhich are starting to appear on sectional chartgey are established to provide
navigation data for pilots unfamiliar with the arebhey also provide a waypoint definition of theséing reporting
points, enhanced navigation in and around ClassdBCdass C airspace, and enhanced navigation aaibed SUA
(Special Use Airspace) areas. When operating WBBY, it is very important to depend on currentoa@utical charts
specifically published for visual navigation. Thesclude World Aeronautical Charts (WACs), SectiloBharts and -
where appropriate - Terminal Area Chari$ie GPS use of VER waypoints does not relieve thdai of the
responsibility to comply with all the airspace regurements of 14 CER Part 91 They also do not provide any
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protection against inadvertently penetrating a TER(Temporary Flight Restriction) area.

VER Waypoint Namesconsist of five letters with the first two beingP” and are retrievable from navigation databases.
Stand-alone VFR waypoint names are not intendée oronounceable nor are they to be used in ATGraamtations.
They are depicted using the same four-point staabsy used for IFR waypoints. When VFR waypoints esllocated

with visual check points on the chart, they willidentified by the small magenta flag symbol. Wlhigs is the case,

their names will be pronounceable (based on theer@frthe visual check point) and they may be usedTC
communication. The Latitude/longitude of all edidied VFR checkpoints is listed in the appropriaigional
Airport/Facility guide.

When Filing VER Flight Plans you may use the five letter identifier as a wayppai the route section of the flight plan
when there is a course change at that point oesoribe the route of flight. You must only use WRypoints when
operating under visual condition¥FR waypoints shall not be used for IFR flightsthey will not be recognized by the
IFR computer system and will be rejected for IFRtirtg purposes.

Be Especially Vigilantfor other aircraft when operating near VFR waypois was always the case with VOR(y
High FrequencY@mni Range) stations. The increased accuracy of GP&ees@and modern altimeters make “random
misses” less likely than in the past. In theseaimses it is good practice to turn on landing kdfior visibility and to
utilize ATC flight following services (or any othé&TC services which may be available) for increatsaftfic awareness.
