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Other news: Hobie Tomlinson, our Chapter's Flight Advisor, asked me to pass on the following items: 
 
Pilots flying international flights (Canada) will need to exchange their pilot certificate for a new one with the 
notation "English Proficient" on the certificate.  This will be on all future U.S. certificates and is a new ICAO 
requirement for all international flying.  (immediate action item) 
 
The FAA has just issued a new ruling that will eventually invalidate the old "paper" pilot certificates.  These 
certificates must be exchanged for the new type "plastic certificates  This can be accomplished by printing the 
forms from FAA.gov and sending with $2 (per certificate) to FAA ~OKC ( by 2010) 
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The three members of our Chapter who are CFI’s, George Coy, Tony Speranza   and Kevin 
O’Shea have volunteered to teach a ground school and would need at least 10 people to sign up 
for it.  The cost would be around $400 for non-members, $200 for Chapter members, with all 
proceeds going to the Aviation Center.  If you or if you know of anyone who would be 
interested, go to our website for more information, or call Tony at 878-7377.

AVIATION CENTER:    

Another busy month, after appealing to the Town of Highgate for “tax free” status we are waiting to hear back 
from town lister’s office.  I would like to thank Marge Butterfield and Jarrett Perry for their help in pulling 
together and presenting “the package”.  I would ask all club members that live in Highgate or know people that 
do, to “talk it up”. Their decision will have a dramatic impact on our ability to fund & sponsor chapter & youth 
projects going forward.  When complete, our Aviation Center will be an outstanding community asset.  
PROPERTY TAXES could be very SIGNIFICANT factor. Other chapters around the nation are tax exempt but 
some have required lengthy,  costly legal battles to achieve – we would all like to avoid going down this path.

Flight Advisor Corner : Hobie Tomlinson                                           Flying with GPS ~ VI    

 
This month we will wrap up our series on “Flying with GPS” by looking at flying GPS approaches.  To give a sample 
cross section of GPS approaches, we will look at three of the local GPS approaches:  

·  KBTV ~ RNAV (GPS) RWY 1  
·  KPBG ~ RNAV (GPS) RWY 17 
·  KFSO ~ RNAV (GPS) RWY  1 

 
To start the flight, we first need to review the aircraft’s equipment to insure it is properly equipped and certified for 
IFR GPS operations.  This would include at least the following items: 

·  Aircraft Back-up navigation systems functioning properly 
o VOR check passed & recorded within the previous 30 days 
o A WAAS equipped aircraft does not need backup navigation systems 

·  Pitot-Static/Transponder check current within 24 months 
·  IFR GPS navigation system installed and IFR certified 

o Current data-base must be installed 
o Expired data-bases may be not be used for GPS approaches 

·  Remember ~ when filing an IFR flight plan, any required alternates must have conventional approaches 
o This requirement does not apply to WAAS equipped aircraft 

 
Next we should review the following GPS navigator terms:  

·  DTK  ~ Desired Track is the magnetic course to be flown to the active waypoint 
·  TRK  ~ Track is the magnetic course currently being flown 

o Maintaining a heading which keeps TRK the same as DTK will cause the aircraft to remain on course 
·  BRG ~ Compass Direction from the aircraft’s present position to the desired waypoint 

o VOR navigation is always via radials, which is a magnetic (compass) direction away from the station.  
GPS navigators only navigate via bearings (to) a waypoint.  Thus when following an ATC clearance to 
intercept a VOR radial and proceed inbound, the GPS course must be set to the reciprocal of the radial. 

·  XTK  ~ Cross Track is the distance (in NM) the aircraft is to the left (or right) of the       Desired Track.  
·  DIS ~ Distance is the distance (in NM) from the aircraft’s present position to the active waypoint  
·  INTEG ~ Integrity (Garmin) is a RAIM warning and means the GPS unit is not receiving adequate satellites to 

navigate by.  GPS approach is Not Authorized. 
·  ENR ~ Enroute (Garmin) means the navigator is in the enroute mode with the navigation scale +/- 5 NM (1 NM 

per dot). 
o This occurs beyond 30 NM from departure or destination  
o Required domestic enroute accuracy is +/- 2 NM (RMP 2) so the aircraft must remain with 2 dots of 

course. 
·  TERM  ~ Terminal (Garmin) means the navigator is in the terminal mode with the navigation scale +/- 1NM 

(0.2 NM per dot).  
o This occurs within 30 NM of departure or destination 
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·  APP ~ Approach (Garmin) means the navigator is in the approach mode with the navigation scale +/- 0.3 NM 
(365 FT per dot) 

o This occurs within 2 NM of the FAF (Final Approach Fix). 
o The approach must be selected from the data-base, loaded in the flight plan, and “Activated” (armed) 

for this mode to occur 
o  The approach may not be continued if the navigator does not go into APP (approach) mode  

·  SUSP ~ Suspend (Garmin) means that auto sequencing has been suspended and the navigator will treat the 
active waypoint as a VOR station. 

o This automatically occurs on a missed approach and needs to be cancelled at the appropriate time (by 
using the CDI LEGS selector), which will cause the navigator to go directly to the next waypoint and 
resume auto sequencing. 

o SUSP is manually selected by using the CDI OBS Selector (for procedure turns and holding). 
o In Suspend mode, the desired course is set using the CDI (Course Deviation Indicator) knob.  In all 

other modes the desired course is automatically set.   
 
Part of the preflight process (after obtaining the ATIS/AWOS information and the IFR clearance) is correctly 
programming the navigation receivers.  Although GPS navigation saves time and effort enroute, it requires considerably 
more preflight time and effort.  Do not taxi away from the ramp until this is properly completed!  Trying to program 
radios while taxing is just begging for a runway incursion (or worse)!  The navigators are useless unless you tell them 
what you want them to do (Something about “Garbage in ~ Garbage out”)! 
 
To save fuel and Hobbs time, many people have their avionics shop install a “Ground Power Switch” in their 
avionics system.  This switch bypasses the avionics master switch and supplies battery power only to the number one 
Com and the GPS receiver, allowing preflight radio work to be completed before starting the engine and without placing 
an excessive load on the aircraft battery. 

 
The GPS setup procedures should include at least the following items: 

·  Verify the GPS navigator has a current data-base  
·  Load the IFR clearance into the GPS navigator as the active  

flight plan and verify the routing 
·  Load any SIDs and STARs only from the data-base 
·  Load and activate the expected approach only from the data-base 
·  Verify the accuracy of SIDs, STARs, and Approaches with current charts  
·  Activate as required  

 
Now we are ready to taxi from the ramp and begin our flight.  For the purpose of our discussion the flight plan is from 
KFSO direct to JENAX for the GPS RWY 1 @ BTV, then on to OTGOE for a GPS RWY 17 @ PBG, and lastly to 
JUTEK for the GPS RWY 1 back into FSO, terminating at KFSO. The GPS Navigator must be loaded one flight leg at a 
time, so initially it will be programmed only from FSO to BTV with the GPS RWY 1 approach and the JENAX transition 
selected from the data-base, loaded in the flight plan, and activated (armed).  Make JENAX the active waypoint by 
selecting Direct JENAX.  
 
Briefing the GPS RWY 1 Approach @ BTV, note the following items: 

·  The inbound Approach course is 018 degrees 
·  The procedure is Not Authorized at Night 
·  The Chart is Current 14Feb08 thru 13Mar08 
·  Only LNAV approaches are available 
·  The approach has an MDA (Minimum Descent Altitude) which is a “hard floor”. 

o If using a constant rate descent procedure, use a DDA (Derived Decision Altitude) which is 50 feet higher 
then MDA, to prevent any decent below MDA 

·  The Missed approach is a climbing left turn to 3000 feet, direct to HERRO 
·  The approach has 3 TAAs (Terminal Arrival Areas) 

o Terminal Arrival Areas provide minimum safe altitudes when proceeding direct to the specified fix 
(FOBUX or JENAX) 
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o When cleared for a GPS approach with TAAs, the pilot may descend at his discretion to the minimum 
safe altitude specified for the TAA sector he is in. 

o When the TAA sector specifies NoPT (no Procedure Turn) the pilot is expected to proceed straight in on 
the approach.  

o In TAA sectors where NoPT is not specified, a holding pattern entry is required. 
o When the holding pattern entry is a parallel outbound, some navigators will make a second turn in the 

holding pattern before becoming established inbound.  If this is going to be the case, be sure to advise 
ATC. 

o We will proceed direct to JENAX to fly the specified feeder route and will request climb to 7000 feet, 
then descent via the TAA.  This feeder route specifies NOPT at 4000 feet. 

·  The Minimums for a category A (or B) aircraft are 760 feet and 1 SM. 
o Maximum approach speed for Category A minimums is 90 KTS 
o If you choose (or need) to use a faster approach speed, then you must use Category B minimums 

(Maximum speed 120 Kts). 
·  The GPS navigator must be in TERM mode with the approach selected from the data-base, loaded in the flight 

plan, and activated (armed) within 30NM of BTV 
·  The CDI selector must be in LEG mode 
·  The Navigator must go to the APP mode within 2 NM of CESAL 
·  The Descent Angle is 3.25 degrees which gives a rate of descent of approx 500 FPM at 90KTS.  Threshold 

crossing height is 32 feet AGL. 
·  HEPES (the MAP) is a flyover waypoint 
·  Upon missed approach, exit SUSP mode to go direct HERRO 

o Upon crossing HERRO, select OBS Mode and set 146 degrees on the CDI for the hold (Teardrop or 
Parallel Outbound entry) 

 
Briefing the GPS RWY 17 Approach @ PBG, in addition to the above items, note the following differences: 

·  There are no TAAs or Feeder Routes  
o Add KPBG to the flight plan, then select the approach from the data-base, load in the flight plan, and 

activate (arm) the GPS RWY17 approach for PBG. 
o Proceed direct to OTGOE from HERRO & request climb to 3,500 feet 
o Holding Pattern PT (procedure turn) is required 
o Select CDI selector to OBS after crossing OTGOE and set OBS to 172 degrees 
o When established inbound to OTGOE after the PT, return CDI selector to LEG mode 
o Max speed during the PT is 230 KTS and max distance is 6 NM 

·  This is a WAAS approach 
o LNAV minimums (with a MDA) are provided for non-WAAS aircraft 
o LNAV/VNAV minimums are only for WAAS aircraft as Baro-VNAV (for FMS equipped aircraft)  is NA 
o LPV minimums are provided for WAAS aircraft.  The WAAS navigator will display the lowest useable 

minimums (LPV, LNAV/VNAV, or LNAV). 
o Both the LPV and LNAV/VNAV minimums use a DA (Decision altitude) where the missed approach is 

initiated at DA and some (50 feet maximum) scoop under is allowed. 
·  Minimums increase for 

o Use of BTV altimeter setting 
o Inoperative ALSF (Approach Lights with Sequence Flashers) 

·  The GPS Navigator must be in TERM mode with approach selected, loaded in the flight plan, and activated 
(armed) within 30 NM of PBG 

o CDI selector must be in LEG mode prior to crossing OTGOE inbound 
o The GPS Navigator must be in APP mode within 2 NM of JUKBA (FAF) 

·  Note that the VGSI (Visual Glide Slope Indicator ~ VASI) and the WAAS glide path do not coincide.  Also note 
the MSA (Minimum Sector Altitude of 6100 feet is based on a 25NM radius from the Rwy 17 threshold 

·  WAAS aircraft may consider this approach when selecting an alternate.  These charts will be revised to reflect 
that fact over time. 

·  Upon commencing the missed approach, climb to 3100 feet direct to CAPNU and hold 
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Briefing the GPS RWY 1 Approach @ FSO, note the following differences: 
·  This approach has Feeder Routes but no TAAs 

o If not using a Feeder Route, a Holding PT must be made 
·  This is a WAAS approach 

o LNAV minimums with a MDA are provided for non-WAAS aircraft 
o LNAV/VNAV approaches NA (for all users) 
o LPV DA provided for WAAS aircraft 
o Approach speeds above 120 Kts (Cat C & D) NA 

·   Add KFSO to the flight plan, then select the approach from the data-base, load in the flight plan, and activate 
(arm) the GPS RWY 1 approach for FSO with the BTV transition. 

·   From CAPNU, proceed directly to the BTV VOR at 3,100 feet  
o Descent to 3000 feet once established on the BTV Feeder Route 
o Proceed straight in from IRAME (NoPT) 

·  The GPS Navigator must be in TERM mode with the approach selected, loaded in the flight plan, and activated 
(armed) within 30 NM of FSO  

o The CDI selector must be in LEG mode 
o The GPS navigator must be in APP mode within 2 NM of UXSEZ 

·  If a Missed Approach is required 
o Select CDI selector to Leg mode to GIYEV, COVUM, and on to JUTEK 
o Select CDI selector to OBS mode and CDI course to 095 degrees for the hold after crossing JUTEK 

 
That completes our series on “Flying with GPS” and next month we will start a new topic.

EAA 968 'Open House' Fly-In 
 
From Peter Fisk, EAA Chapter 968 President:
